1859, 2 r. rose red, a well margined diagonal bisect, neatly tied by “0” handstamp on 20 July 1865 cover
from Mérida to Maracaibo. An extremely fine example of this franking, further enhanced by demon-
strating a very late usage.

1859, 2 r. rose red, vertical bisect cut slightly into at right and shaved at base, tied by “0” numeral
handstamp on undated entire letter (right flap lacking) to Maracaibo. Several imperfections to cover,
nevertheless a very scarce vertical bisect usage.
