1868, 5 c. blue, London Printing, on March 18, 1873 cover to Montevideo, tied on dispatch by “E”
barred oval with corresponding double oval of Colonia at top right, the latter being very rarely used in
the period of this issue, even as an accompanying cancel. Ciardi 35; Yv 35.

1868, 5 c. blue, Montevideo Printing, tied by very unusual oval of crossed bars with accompanying
small cds of Montevideo (6 April 1875), on cover to Buenos Aires with receiver denoting 4 centavos to
be paid by the addressee. Cert. Herndndez Rocha. Ciardi 35A; Yv 35.

1868, 5 c. blue, London Printing, on January 1877 cover addressed to Montevideo, tied by very elusive
“D” barred oval corresponding to Rio Negro. Ciardi 35; Yv 35.

1869, 5 c. blue, Montevideo Printing, pelure paper variety, tied by double oval of Mercedes in blue on
26 January 1877 cover to Montevideo, with oval datestamp in red also applied on departure. An ex-
ceptional use in blue of this very rare cancellation on this issue. Cert. Herndndez Rocha. Ciardi 35Ad;
Yv 35d.

1868, 5 c. blue, London Printing, slightly defective at right, tied by very fine “5” small decorated oval in
blue of San José on envelope to Tacuarembd. Different types of decorated oval numeral postmarks were
introduced after 1877 when the “Large Numerals” Issues had been withdrawn from sale on 4.3.1877,
but could still be used; stocks of the 15 c. value ran out later, so these cancels can be more easily found
on the 15 c. value, very rarely encountered on other values as, in this case, on a 5 c. value. Consequently
this cover must be considered a major rarity. Cert. Herndndez Rocha. Ciardi 35; Yv 35.

1868, 5 c. blue, Montevideo Printings. Three covers, two carried at single domestic rate, the other being
a triple weight cover, each showing a different “Domicilio” (“Residence”) handstamp used to facilitate
sorting of mail delivered directly to addressees. An extremely rare group, with very few covers known
(less than five) of each type. Certs. Hernandez Rocha. Ciardi 30A, 35A; Yv 30, 35.

1868-72, 10 c. green, Montevideo Printing, on 31 March 1873 cover at single external rate from Mon-
tevideo to Reinach (Switzerland), tied by barred oval with matching cds adjacent. Carried via SGTM
steamer “St. Ménélano” to Marseilles, charged “200” (2 Francs) in manuscript on front, backstamped
on receipt. Slits for disinfection during the three months period in which an epidemic of yellow fever
affected Uruguay. The only disinfected cover known in this issue. Cert. Herndndez Rocha. Ciardi 36A;

1868-72, 10 c. green, Montevideo Printing, used on single rate entire letter from Montevideo dated 13
Jan. 1874 to New York, via PSNC steamer “Chimborazo” to London (England). Stamp tied by barred
oval with corresponding small cds, “26/Cents” British credit and 31 c. due marking in US notes along-
side. Most unusual. Cert. Herndndez Rocha. Ciardi 36A; Yv 36.

1868-72, 10 c. green, Montevideo Printing, covering the single external rate on October 31, 1876 entire
letter addressed from Rio Grande do Sul (Brazil) and sent via Montevideo to Genoa (Italy), favoured
from Brazil to Montevideo where posted by forwarding agent “Costa Patva & Co./Montevideo” (very
fine handstamp on reverse, unrecorded by Rowe). Carried by French SGTM steamship to Marseilles,
rated with 80 c. due to France and 14 décimes due total, with the application of Italian 40 c. and 1 1.
dues tied on arrival. A very rare cover originating from Brazil, in wonderful condition. Cert. Herndndez
Rocha. Ciardi 36A; Yv 36.

1868, 10 c. green, Montevideo and London Printings, group of 9 covers (1872-74) bearing single frank-
ings, including four addressed to France, with one being carried by British steamer, and two others to
Portugal and Spain. Ciardi 36, 36A; Yv 36.

1868-72, 15 c. yellow, Montevideo Printing, used as additional franking on 10 c. postal stationery en-
velope carried at 25 c. registered A. R. internal rate (10 c. double weight postage+10 c. registry fee+5 c.
acknowledgement of receipt fee), from the postmaster at Nueva Palmira to Montevideo, tied by framed
“Recomendada” also applied in angles following the postal rules, with registration label and datestamp
(5 December 1884) alongside. Some general soiling and small closed tear in upper edge, not detracting
from this exceptional franking of which only two covers are recorded. Cert. Herndndez Rocha. Ciardi
37A;Yv 37. Ex Longley.

1868-72, 15 c. yellow, Montevideo Printing, strip of three used to pay the single registered internal rate
not exceeding 7,5 gr. on cover front from Salto to Independencia, cancelled by “B” barred ovals with
corresponding small Salto cds at right, dated 16 August 1876. Less than five genuine covers are record-
ed with this franking. Cert. Herndndez Rocha. Ciardi 37A; Yv 37. Ex Lee, Bustamante and Longley.

1868-72, 20 c. rose, Montevideo Printing, used to pay the Uruguayan portion of external postage, tied
by unusual “A” oval of crossed bars of Montevideo together with small dispatch cds (11 July 1875)
alongside on telegram cover to Lisbon, carried on the French “J” line ship “Orenoque” with octagonal
datestamp of Montevideo, being charged on arrival represented by “300” Reis due marking. One of
only three telegram covers bearing an Uruguayan franking, all addressed to Lisbon. Cert. Herndndez
Rocha. Ciardi 38A; Yv 38. Ex Bustamante and Longley.

1861-63. Two entire letters from Montevideo to New York carried by the “Saintonge” of “Ligne An-
nexe de La Plata” to Rio de Janeiro, one showing “Uruguay” and the other “Uruguay/Saintonge” octag-
onal datestamps, with oval datestamp on dispatch and New York packet due marking for the American
maritime fee. (No photo)

1865, Jan. 15. Mourning envelope from Montevideo to Bordeaux franked at single rate with 1862 80
c. carmine tied by anchor lozenge with octagonal “Uruguay/Saintonge” datestamp adjacent, carried at
single rate for each 7 1/2 gr. Bordeaux entry on front. A very fine cover. Maury 24.

1865, May 15. Entire letter from Montevideo to Bordeaux, franked by 1862 80 c. rose, tied by anchor
lozenge, with “Uruguay/Saintonge” octagonal datestamp adjacent, thus being carried via the “Ligne
Annexe de La Plata” by the “Saintongue” to Brazil, where it unusually continued its journey per the
“Ligne du Bresil” to Bordeaux. The correspondence was not transferred to another steamer as normal
practice, due to the then unavailability of the “Guienne” and the shipwreck of the “Bearn” which should
have replaced the former, with the return journey exceptionally covered by the “Saintonge”(see Salles
Vol. III on page 23), which was its last voyage. Front showing “Bresil/16 Juin 65/Bordeaux” cds. Ray-
mond Salles only recorded two covers having been carried on this return journey, this cover not being
included. Maury 24. Ex Scott.

1867, Jan. 15. Entire letter from Montevideo to Bordeaux bearing 1862 80 c. rose, tied by anchor
lozenge with faint strike of Montevideo consular datestamp adjacent, conveyed by the “Carmel” with
“Brésil/Bordeaux” French entry alongside, backstamped on arrival. Maury 24. Ex Roberts.

1870, May 1. Entire letter from Montevideo to Genoa carried by the “Amazone” to Bordeaux with
small cds on dispatch and “Montevideo/Paq. Fr. N° 3” octagonal datestamp, charged with Italian post-
age due 1 1. on receipt. Some soiling, nevertheless a scarce combination cover.

1871, Oct. 31. entire letter from Montevideo to Mdlaga (Spain), franked by 1867 80 c. rose (lower left
corner defective), tied by anchor lozenge with matching “Montevideo” and consular datestamp at right.
Carried by the “Amazone” and on arrival in Lisbon received “P. Transatlantico” cds on back (used in
violet for French maritime mail), then via Badajoz to destination (cds’s on reverse), charged “1 Pese-
tas.” on arrival. Maury 32.

1861, 1/2 r. orange, coarse impression, a magnificent block of eight from the right of the sheet, dis-
playing a rich colour and good impression, neatly cancelled by two blue strikes of “Correos/Dic 5/La
Guaira” cds’s, as well as black “8” rating mark. Suspicion of tiny thin on back, mentioned only for ac-
curacy. An extraordinarily fine example of this rare large block which is the third largest used multiple
of this denomination, of consummate beauty for exhibition. Signed Darteyre. Scott 4.

1861, 1/2 r. yellow, strip of five, slightly cut into at right, otherwise good to large margins, paying the 2
1/2 r. rate for over 1 ounce on 8 July 1861 cover from Caracas to La Guayra (Boulton correspondence,
which is known for overweight letters bearing high frankings), tied by blue cds on dispatch. Slight ver-
tical crease through one adhesive, though still a very attractive example of this scarce franking. Cert.
Kimmel. Scott 4a. Ex Gebauer.

1863, 2 r.red, coarse impression, slightly cut into at right half of upper margin, with other margins rang-
ing from clear to huge, on single weight cover from Caracas to Pamplona (Spain), tied by Caracas cds.
Reverse with London and Pamplona cds’s, the latter dated 2 February 1863, as well as “8R” (reales)
postage due marking in red also tying the adhesive. Some slight peripheral toning to cover, not imping-
ing on the franking. Scarce. Cert. Kimmel. Scott 6.

1871, “Escuelas” Issue, 50 r. yellow-green, first printing, exhibiting a fine impression, a remarkable
pair possessing clear to ample margins, unused without gum with manuscript marks on reverse due this
multiple being affixed onto either a cover or a document but not being cancelled. Very slight staining
in margin at left, not detracting. Unused pairs of this, the highest denomination of this issue, are very
scarce and most desirable. Cert. Holcombe. Scott 36.
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
