220 (B<)  1855-56, 100 r. lilac, marginal block of four from the left of the sheet, precise impression, large to 1’000
immense margins at left, cancelled by dotted “52” numerals, used on large front of cover from Oporto
to Braganca. Slight horizontal crease at top. A very rare multiple on cover. Cert. NFACP. Af 9; Mi 8.

221 D4 1855-56, 100 r. lilac, used together with 1862-64 D. Luis I 25 r. carmine, die II, both stamps with 2°000

predominantly large margins, tied by “1” dotted numerals on quintuple rate cover from Lisbon to
Oporto, with “Lisboa/23-3-63” cds adjacent, with arrival on reverse. Hardly visible vertical crease
slightly affecting the 25 r. adhesive, not detracting from this very rare mixed franking, which was only
possible during a short period of a few months.
