The Most Important Plate Reconstruction of Uruguayan Philately

1993 * /(%) 1858, 120 c. blue, the stunning reconstruction of 30 transfer types, based on Lee’s & Hoffmann’s 25’000
plating, all unused and selected with good margins, showing various different shades. This value
was printed in sheets of unknown size and format, although Lee and Hoffmann speculated that it
was printed in sheets of 78 subjects (13 horizontal rows of 6) composed from two transfer blocks
of 30 (5 rows of 6 subjects), plus portions of another including téte-béche positions. Hoffmann, in
absence of type 11, could not complete the reconstruction in his lifetime collection. Few stamps
with thinnings, otherwise in outstanding condition for this issue. Given the scarcity of unused
examples in the marketplace, it is highly unlikely that another unused reconstruction will ever
be completed. A striking showpiece, absolutely unique. The most important plate reconstruction
of Uruguayan philately, of great significance for the most advanced collection. Cert. Hernandez
Rocha and Diaz Paulos.

The
stamp was sold during the first period of sale, and was used between periods of sale after August
5, 1858, when this stamp was not available at the post office. Undoubtedly the finest of about ten
covers recorded with this value, being of even more significance as the earliest recorded cover of
this issue.

A choice
cover, being one of the finest, of only about ten in existence, very probably unique sent beyond
Buenos Aires.

The stone was
composed of repeats of a transfer block of 30, with the bottom rows being a mix of transfers and
including one transfer inverted. Some stamps show the slight faults usually associated with this is-
sue. Most of the copies come from the original reconstruction composed by Hoffmann. An excel-
lent reconstruction of which at most three are recorded. Impressive for exhibition. Cert. Hernandez
Rocha, as well as Diaz Paulos for some examples.

2013 * 1858, 180 c. green, a magnificent pair from the upper margin of the sheet, types 3-4, wide to 1’200
enormous margins. Faint wrinkle at left of no importance with small cut and thin speck confined
to the upper edge, only mentioned for accuracy. Pairs are of extreme scarcity, Lee could only find
five examples for his lifetime highly advanced collection. An extremely rare pair as a marginal. A
remarkable showpiece.

margins all around. As for the stone of the 240 c. which had error clichés erased during the course
of printing, it was the same for the 180 c. inverted cliché. The Tapling té€te-béche pair shows blue
pencil marks which suggest printer’s corrections. Thus, this pair shows its alignment similar to
that of the Tapling téte-béche, and demonstrates the corrected stone, showing a substituted cliché
(type 27) for the inverted (type 26). Slight crease and small closed tear at bottom, of no impor-
tance and absolutely not detracting. This is the only surviving example showing the substituted
cliché of the téte-béche pairs. One of the most important gems of Uruguayan and South American
philately, of the utmost philatelic significance.

alongside. Dated 14 March 1860, during the second period of sale of this issue, from June 1859 to
January 1861. The franking, not valid beyond Buenos Aires, is highly likely to have been applied
for transit. Of very attractive quality, this showpiece of the utmost importance, is not only the
sole known “Sun Issues” franking to Brazil, but is also the only genuine cover of this issue that
travelled beyond Argentina. One of the most important and fascinating Uruguayan postal history
gems.

12), during the second period of sale of this issue in June 1859 - January 1861. A delightful qual-
ity cover of at most seven recorded with this franking.

Another very desirable and fine single
franking, being one of at most only seven in existence, showing a different shade to the previous
one.

The stone of 204 subjects (includ-
ing seven blank spaces) in 17 horizontal rows of 12 was composed using a transfer block of 30
subjects (including blank space); the bottom two rows used the top four rows of a transfer block.
Fine/very fine for the most part, few copies with imperfections. A very rare assemblage, visually
striking for exhibition.

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2038 D4 1858, 180 c. green, an incredible copy showing good impression and brilliant shade, very good 75°000
margins, with spectacular large part of left tablet of adjoining adhesive, in mixed franking with
1860 thick figures 60 c. brown lilac, fine impression , extremely fresh with large margins on all
four sides. Both stamps paying a 240 c. rate, corresponding to a triple weight up to 12 “adarmes”
(3/4 oz) for abroad, used on cover from Montevideo to Buenos Aires (Armstrong correspond-
ence), tied by Montevideo oval datestamp (October 5, 1860). Illustrated on page 83 of Marcos
Silvera Anttinez’s “El Correo en el Uruguay” handbook. Only three combination frankings of
the “Sun” Issues are in existence, of which two of them are on piece, offered in this sale together
for the first time. A fabulous combination franking on cover, unique bearing a mixed franking of
second and third issues. An absolute gem, the superlative postal history example of Uruguayan
philately. A stunning showpiece that is also regarded as one of the most important covers of
South American philately. Of exquisite exhibition quality. Cert. Herndndez Rocha and Holcombe.

Regarding the following Thin and Thick Figures Issues, it should be noted that, apart from the Thick
Figures 80 centavos and 120 centavos values, this collection contains for the first time the largest
multiples of all other values, traditionally regarded as very significant south American rarities, and
in addition includes the most important cover known of both issues, this being the finest three colour
franking extant.

1859, 60 c. gray lilac, a rejoined block of ten composed of two marginal blocks of 4 & 6, large 700
balanced margins on three sides, with sheet margin at left. Some creasing and few thinnings as

usual. Very scarce. Cert. Hernandez Rocha and Holcombe. Ciardi 7; Yv 7a. Ex Lee and Busta-

mante.
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The Largest 60 Centavos Multiple
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2042 (%) 1859, 60 c. grey, a marvelous marginal block of 55, alternating two types per each horizontal 20°000

row 13-14/15-16/17-18 / 19-20/ 1-2/ 3-4 / 5-6 / 7-8 / 9-10 / 11-12, being part of the left half
of a sheet composed of horizontal rows of 12 stamps. Brilliant shade and very good margins all
around, except just two stamps roughly separated into one of their corners, with sheet margin
at left. Horizontal crease through the third horizontal row and few trivial folds in margins, with
small tear at bottom just affecting three adhesives, of absolutely no importance for this, the larg-
est multiple of thin figures 60 c., unique, an absolutely impressive showpiece. Cert. Herndndez
Rocha. Ciardi 7b; Yv 7b. Ex Sciarra and Hoffmann.
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1859, 60 c. grey lilac, a delightful copy in deep shade, possessing large to enormous margins,
cancelled by clear strike of “Admon de Correos/4 Julio 1859 oval datestamp in red, only used
during the first month of issue in this color. This is the second earliest date of use of the thin fig-
ures issue. Of great importance and utmost desirability. Cert. Herndndez Rocha. Ciardi 7; Yv 7b.
